Workers should complete the waiver form before you work, print out the form (which has a barcode in the top right), and bring the form with you each day you work. Read all of these materials carefully.  
If you are no longer able to work on the date(s) assigned to you, please call one of the people below as soon as possible so we can arrange for a substitute. We are also looking for workers as back-ups through June.   As part of the Holy Hammers, you will be making a big difference in the lives of the family who will live in this home, so your efforts in this mission are greatly appreciated.  
Later this year, everyone will be invited to the dedication service.  This will take place once Habitat has determined the house is finished and the family has completed its required 300-500 hours of sweat equity and classes and is ready to move in. You will have a chance to tour the house, meet the new homeowners, and celebrate with other Holy Hammers and Habitat people!  Watch for details!
